The Science of Learning

In 1993, M. Wang, G. Haertel, and H. Walberg completed a landmark analysis of research that examined “What Helps Students Learn?” Their findings changed how teachers taught and how students approached learning.

Your assignment is to answer the question “What Helps Students Learn?” based on research that’s been completed more recently. What does the most recent information say about “What Helps Students Learn?” Search the internet and examine a number of possible answers to this question, but report on only one (pick the most significant/interesting/useful answer).

Make sure to examine the fields of neuroscience, cognitive science, and social interactions as they relate to teaching and learning.

Create a poster that clearly shows your one answer to the question “What Helps Students Learn?” Your 11” x 17” poster (single-sided) must include:

1) Your name (first and last) in the top right-hand corner of the poster.
2) A title (the question “What Helps Students Learn” followed by the name of the answer that you picked as the most significant/interesting/useful).

3) At least one photo or diagram that clearly relates to your answer.

4) A brief description of what your answer is.

5) A brief description of why your answer is the most significant/interesting/useful.

6) A list of websites that you referred to (your Works Cited).
