	Economic left 


· gov’t should be highly involved in
managing the economy

· gov’t should provide social services in eg: education, healthcare = higher taxes
· gov’t should help fund tuition for post-secondary.  Tuition should be more affordable, even if that means raising taxes.

	Economic right 

• gov’t should play a limited role in the economy (cut gov’t spending)

• supports business and free enterprise (companies can do what they like) 

= low taxes on businesses

· budget should be balanced even if it means cutbacks in education + health care
· gov’t should not fund tuition. Students should pay their own way = lower taxes and higher tuition cost to students

	Social liberalism

· supports change (eg: gay marriage, legalization of marijuana)
· criminals should be rehabilitated (they are capable of changing their ways)
	Social conservatism

· supports the status quo (no gay marriage, no legalization of marijuana)
· harsher penalties for criminals
