· You will include the 3 poems you have already written in class (you do not need to include any further analysis on these poems.  The poem, title, author name and page number will suffice)

* You will include 1 new poem of your own creation (any new form is fine, eg: haiku, diamante, free verse, lyric, ballad...)

· You will EACH present 1 poem from your book to the class (not including the Acrostic)

· You will receive an individual mark for your work.

· Fill in the blanks below depending on whether you choose to work independently or on your own.
You are to create a book of ______ poems.  On the last day of the assignment, you will present ____ poem from your book to the class for our Poetry Cafe.  You will use Smartboard Notebook for the presentation.

The book

Each poem is presented on its own page (if it is a really long poem 2 pages is fine).

New Poems - Each of these pages also has the

· title of the poem
· author’s name
· the type of poem (eg: lyric, haiku...etc)
• the source at the bottom of the page (where did you find it? The name of the book, or website address)

· some form of illustration or artistic design which is appropriate to, or enhances the poem
On a separate page, please write 3-5 sentences (no more!) 

· identify the theme of the poem 
· explain how the poem relates to the theme 
· why you selected the poem for your book.  
· each page will be have the title of the poem at the top of the page
· The poem(s) you write will also need these sentences.
Your booklet must have a cover page which includes your name(s), date, and represent 3 themes found in the poems you have chosen.  You must illustrate the cover page.

Your booklet must include a table of contents
Try to present a variety of poems in your booklet (particularly if you are working in partners)

· Length: short and long
· Rhyme: different rhyme schemes and unrhymed poems
· Form: haiku, diamante, lyric, narrative, sonnet, ballad, slam, concrete...etc
Some possible subject themes you could explore:

love, hate, nature, death, the sea, isolation, war, social issues (choose 1: poverty, sexism, racism, homophobia...), destruction, time, people, places, family, friends, monsters.

Illustrations

Two of the 4 illustrations of poems may use photographs or pictures cut from cards, magazines, newspapers, etc... or printed from computer graphics.  The other 2 must be your original work.

Notebook Presentation

You will each present 1 of the poems from your book to the class.  You will create a Notebook (Powerpoint) for this presentation.

Presentations will be no longer than 5 minutes each.

You will include a minimum of 6 slides with the following information:
