Your research is to find out  as much about your political party as possible, create a poster that clearly explains what they believe in (ideology) and will do if elected (platform/policies) in the area of health, education, the economy and the environment.  

You will create a poster which will clearly explain the details of your party and orally present this information to your class on Wednesday, May 8th.  On the back of your poster you must put a Works Cited indicating the sources where you found your information. Include their logo images of their leader &/or local candidate, campaign elements on the above 4 topics

Using party websites, online resources, video, newspapers and campaign literature, your group should conduct research on the following:

· What does the political party stand for?

· Who is the current leader of the party?  Who is the local candidate?

· What are the party's logos, slogans, posters and advertisements?  What are the key messages?

· Who seems to be the target audience of the party?  Who does the party seem to appeal to? (gender, economic class, area of employment) 

· What are the party's main priorities or policy ideas (platform) for this election campaign?

· Where does the party sit on the political spectrum?

Evaluation: 

In Canada we have a democratic form of government and you are researching political parties taking part in the democratic process, therefore you should conduct yourself in a democratic manner in your groups.  This is how you will be evaluated-all members should take part in researching, decision-making, putting together the poster and orally presenting to the class.  Your evaluation rubric is on the back of this sheet broken into research skills, presentation and group work.
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
