TYPES OF WRITING- RHETORICAL STRATEGIES

1. NARRATION – tells a story 

-most often in chronological order

2. DESCRIPTION – picture in words

- organized by: spatial sequence, general to specific,

   least to most important

3. PROCESS – giving instructions or advice 

     - describes a sequence for doing something, most often in 

chronological order, including all the steps

4. EXAMPLE – giving illustrations

     - examples to provide concrete, specific information to

 support the main idea, most often least to most 

important

5. DEFINITION – giving the meaning

explains the topic by discussing the meaning of a word or concept in more detail than a dictionary

6. COMPARISON & CONTRAST – explaining likenesses and differences 

· 2 ways to structure information: point-by-point, block structure

7. ANALYSIS & CLASSIFICATION – dividing into parts and grouping

· analysis or division divides a subject into its component parts, classification groups things together

8. ANALOGY – finding unusual similarities

· similarities between two things not usually linked to help describe or present information

9. CAUSE & EFFECT – discovering reasons and results
