We will look at 4 main types of graphs:

i) line graphs

ii) bar graphs

iii) histograms ( kind of bar graph)
iv) circle graphs.

A) What is a line graph?


-a line graph shows information by connecting dots on the graph with a _______.

· a line graph has 3 parts: i) title

·   ii) labels for the vertical and horizontal axis

·   iii) proper scales on the axis

-the dependent variable is on the vertical axis, and the independent variable is on the horizontal axis.

Ex:          average Canucks attendance for the 2012-2013 season

i) which month had the highest attendance?

ii) Which month had the lowest attendance?

iii) What is the attendance for July?  Why?

Ex: average Canucks attendance for 2012-2013
i) what is wrong with the vertical axis?

ii) What is wrong with the horizontal axis?
