	EXAMPLE: The 7 Years War    -1756-1763

-War between French and British for land in North America

-Several battles occur, but the battle of Quebec is most important. Moncalm and Wolfe both die – the British win. 
	- Treaty of Paris

- British take control of New France and remain in control of the 13 colonies
- French have to live under British rule – they don’t like it, feel like they do not belong

- Native people also lose land in Ohio Valley 

- These tensions rise and people are unhappy – indirectly leads to the American Revolution
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
